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Usinghishomemade captured bar hollowing system with laser indicator, Ralph
Thomas demonstrates his approach to hollowing a simple foviote how the lab
coat lends a professional touch.



Leland Leonard mounts and prepares spindle stock for a tooled evolution into a
bud vase. Spindles are pbered on drill press to depth desired and opposite
(headstock) end bored just deep enough to capture the drive center, rendering
the turning process mucsafer. Leland performs this demo frequently for the
public and is always mindful of their safety.
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Durk Estes discusses and demonstrates turning a simple bowl, using bowl gouge
and scraper. Using either or both is the aweof the turner.



Ed Rose demonstrates use of abrasive wheels to shape and sharpen tools. He
shows how to dress the surface of the white aluminum oxide wheel (which must
always be used with guard in place due to rare incigesicfracture during use

(with dangerous flying shards), and how to use the CBN (cubic boron nitride)
wheel, which runs much more smoothly than the AO wheel but is less aggressive
for shaping. The use of sharpening jigs is recommended for users ofl ddvaitd.
