We had the privilege of hosting Jim Creel as a visiting demonstrator. His topic was cHow to turn an
elegant finialé. He demonstrated his technique with a personally shaped/ground spindle gouge. He
explained the importance of proportion, esp with regard to the golden mean (1.631:1). He
demonstrated the use of a Fibonacci gauge. Jeff Olive was fortunate to have a classically shaped head
corresponding to natural law, as the gauge demonstrated. Jim explained his learning curve since a
workshop with Cindy Drozda. For 10 fortunate members, he conducted a hands on workshop in the
afternoon, with all learning to turn toothpicks, olives on a toothpick, luscious ampoule shapes and
incised discs, all to be incorporated into future finials.
